“I am thrilled by the inherent elemental power of the Eighth Symphony. It is strong in the 

entirely primeval sense of the word: forceful, essential and existential. This primeval pow-
er is stronger than in all the other Bruckner symphonies. For all its architectural complexi-

ty, the Eighth always manifests clear lines and – paradoxically – could almost be de-

scribed as simple.” This is General Music Director Fabio LuisiFabio LuisiFabio LuisiFabio Luisi’s view of Anton Bruckner’s 

monumental Eighth Symphony. 

    

Bruckner’s contemporaries did not understand the boldness of the Eighth Symphony in its 

original version – completed in 1887 – and the criticisms of the composer’s friends 

prompted him to make extension revisions to the work. Fabio LuisiFabio LuisiFabio LuisiFabio Luisi, however, is con-

vinced of the perfection of the original version, and has recorded this with his orchestra: 

“When I conduct the original version, I think, ‘Everything is perfect!’” 

Furthermore, Fabio Luisi sees the Philharmonia ZurichPhilharmonia ZurichPhilharmonia ZurichPhilharmonia Zurich as the ideal ensemble for Bruck-

ner’s symphonies, since as an opera orchestra it has considerable experience of the com-

positions of Richard Wagner, who exerted a decisive influence on Bruckner’s sound.
